(www.dontrailroad.us) websites, as well as other media sites and documents.  Each member of the board will be encouraged in 
the following month to further research and explore the merits of the HSR and to draw their own conclusions. 
B)  At the November 2018 meeting, the vote shall be taken by the board members, with the tentative plans for agenda items 
to be voted upon to be: 

1. To vote for support or non-support of route SR14. 
2. To vote for support or non-support of route E1. 
3. To vote for support or non-support of route E2. 
4. To vote for support or non-support of the HSR project regardless of routes. 
5. To vote to write and submit a CIS by SVANC to the City Clerk’s office with the voting results.
